for 26 miles to the signed campground on the left.  Group 
plans on staying in the Manzanita Loop site #’s 39 and 41.

Safety Precautions:  
 
1) Vehicles will be parked at the on site in case of need for 

evacuation. Closest Emergency is Angeles Crest Fire Station 
(20 miles south of site).   

 



2) The group will carry a cell phone and two way radios tuned to 
Angeles National Forest Dispatch in case of emergency.  

 
3) Students will be instructed in proper procedure regarding 

rattlesnakes, and other critters, including securing food to 
minimize bear encounters. 

 
4) Coach Kevin will carry a first aid kit.
